Dear Valued Customer, 
 

Please be aware of potential shipping delays across the United States due to a major winter 

storm system forecasted to impact a significant portion of the country over the coming days. 

 

This storm is expected to affect up to 38 states and includes major metropolitan areas such as 

Dallas, Austin, Oklahoma City, Nashville, Atlanta, Charlotte, Washington, D.C., Baltimore, 

Philadelphia, New York City, and Boston. Some regions may experience heavy snow 

accumulation, ice, sleet, extreme cold, power outages, and hazardous travel conditions. These 

impacts may disrupt transportation networks, including FedEx, UPS, and other carriers, for 

several days. 

 

We are anticipating possible delays for shipments destined to or moving through impacted 

regions. Delays may occur for shipments with delivery commitment dates from January 23–

27, 2026.
